Notes:
· The 3 week holiday programme this year is a trial – normally we only do 2 weeks, but this year we will try 3 weeks in January and 1 week in April as the April holidays are usually so quiet
· The holiday hours are 8.30am-5.30pm
· Fees for the day are currently $51 until 3pm and $55 up to 5.30pm. For the $51 rate to apply please collect your child by 3.00pm.
· Please – once you have booked you need to make payment to: 38-9014-0645118-00 Mt Pleasant Oscar Ltd
· We do charge an activity fee and this is usually $12 however, the Alpaca Farm day we need to charge $15 for that day.  I think the kids will love this trip but they charge us $20pp and the bus will be approx. $17 pp so it is an expensive day.  Days with activity fees are: Week 1 – none, Week 2  Weds 21/1 Margaret Mahy Park $12, Thurs 22/1 Alpaca Farm Day $15, Fri 23/1 Mr Whippy $5 (Oscar will pay the top up), Week 3 Monday 26/1 Candy floss $5, Tues 27/1 Buskers $12 and Fri 30/1 Inflatable $12.
· Buses will leave at the following times: Weds 21/1 10.30am, Thurs 22/1 10.00am, Tues 27/11 Buskers 10.30am. All our trips/activities are dependent on the weather!
· On the following days there is the option to buy lunch: Weds 14/1, Tues 20/1, Thurs 29/1. Please bring cash for this – we will have change. Adding on to the programme fee just makes it too hard for me to track. The current price for pizzas at Dominoes is $7 and we will send home a link to the fish and chip shop the night before for those orders.
· Please make sure the kids have water bottles and sunhats – this is really important
· Please make sure there is a top with long sleeves in case we are out and it turns cold
· If your child has a particular sunscreen, please pack it for them
· Bring togs/towel/goggles each day – or a change of clothes so the kids can cool off
· If you are using the Oscar subsidy, please ensure I have received the forms for this.   If you need forms, please let me know as I do have some.  Not sure if you qualify for a subsidy? · As per our policies, enrolment information and enrolment forms – we do charge for absences
· On the Margaret Mahy Park day – we will have the 5 and 6 year olds in a couple of groups with a staff member, and they will move as a group together around the park.  They won’t be able to run off and just play anywhere. Definitely bring a change of clothes that day as the kids have a great area for water fun. We will have other staff roaming the playground, watching the kids and another staff member at a table with our bags so the kids always know where they can find someone
· If your child is unwell – please don’t bring them to the programme
· If your child behaves in a way that puts themselves or others in danger or is behaving in a way that another person’s enjoyment is being affected, we will warn them but after this we will phone you to collect your child. A refund will not apply – please talk to your child about following the instructions of our staff
· The kids get a bit hungrier than usual in the holidays so please pack an afternoon tea for them – they are usually pretty active throughout the day
